General

Only use the power supply unit
included with the product. Using an
unauthorised power supply will
invalidate your guarantee and may
damage the telephone. The item
number for the power supply unit 
is 872264.

For the handset use only approved
rechargeable battery pack. Under 
no circumstances should non-
rechargeable batteries be used. 
Using unapproved batteries will
invalidate your guarantee and may
damage the telephone.

Radio signals transmitted between
the handset and base may cause
interference to some hearing aids.

Do not dismantle the handset or 
base station. This could expose you
to high voltages or other risks.
Contact the Helpline for repairs.

Never dispose of batteries in a fire.
There is a serious risk of explosion
and/or the release of highly toxic
chemicals. 

Cleaning

Simply clean the handset and base
station with a damp (not wet) cloth,
or an antistatic wipe. Never use
household polish as this will damage
the product. Never use a dry cloth 
as this may cause a static shock.

Environmental

Do not expose to direct sunlight.

The product may heat up when 
the batteries are being recharged. 
This is normal. However, to avoid
damage we recommend that you 
do not place the product on
antique/veneered wood.

Do not expose your product to 
fire, explosive or other hazardous
conditions.

There is a slight chance that your
phone could be damaged by an
electrical storm. We recommend
that you unplug the power and
telephone line cord for the 
duration of the storm.
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Setting up
Follow these steps to set up your Freestyle 65 ready for use.

Plan the location

Situate your Freestyle 65 close enough
to the mains power socket and telephone
socket so that the cables will reach.

Make sure it is at least 1 metre away
from other electrical products to avoid
interference.

Do not situate the product in the
bathroom or other humid areas.

Your Freestyle 65 works by sending and
receiving radio signals between the base
unit and the handset.

The strength of the signal depends on
where you site the base unit and how
the aerial is deployed.

The higher the base unit is located, 
the better.  An upstairs room is ideal.

Your product can be wall mounted, for
more information see page 44.

2 Plug the power supply
cord into the back of the
base unit

1 Handset aerial

Your Freestyle 65 handset uses a
compact aerial which we recommend
you pull out when on a call to obtain
the best signal and reception available.
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Note

Do not connect the telephone line cord
to the phone socket until the handset
is fully charged. This will prevent the
risk of the phone being answered
before the batteries are charged, which
may prevent them from reaching
maximum capacity.

Note

When fully charged and in good
condition, the handset will provide up
to 7 hours talktime or 72 hours
standby.

If the handset battery is running low,
the light on the handset will flash
every 10-15 seconds.

If you are making a call and the
handset battery is running low you
will hear a warning tone every 
10-15 seconds.

Place the handset on the base unit to
recharge.

However, the charge capacity of
rechargeable batteries will reduce with
time as they wear out, so reducing the
talk/standby time of the handset.
Eventually they will need to be replaced.
New batteries can be obtained from
the Helpline. Please see page 39 for
instructions on how to install a new
battery pack.

To get the longest possible life from
your battery, leave the handset off the
base unit for a few hours each day.

4 Charge the handset

When you first use your Freestyle 65,
the rechargeable battery in the
handset needs charging for 24 hours.

Place the handset on the base unit,
ensuring the contacts are touching. 

The red CHARGING light will come on.

The charging light will remain
constantly lit while the handset is
placed on the base unit, even when the
handset batteries are fully charged.

3 Connect the base unit
power supply to a power
socket

The power supply unit must remain
plugged in all the time.
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5 When the handset has
been charged for 24 hours
plug the other end of the
line cord into the
telephone wall socket

6 To set the day and time

The message counter on the
base unit will flash between 0
and C until the day and time
are set.

The day and time must be set
using the Freestyle 65 handset.

Your Freestyle 65 automatically
adds the day and time to all
messages and memos received.

When you first switch the
power on, the clock is set to
Sunday, 12.01pm. You can
change the day and time as
required.

Press the SCREEN/MENU
button, on the Freestyle 65
handset. The main menu
announcements are

automatically announced
through the handset earpiece
when the SCREEN/MENU
button is pressed.

Press the 0 button. The prompt
will announce, “To set day and
time press ✱, to confirm day
and time press #”.

(Please note that if you press
the # button this allows you to
check the day and time.)

Press the ✱ button. The prompt
will announce, “Please enter new
day and time after the tone”.  

After the tone enter the day,
followed by the time using the
24 hour clock.

1 = Sun,  2 = Mon,  
3 = Tues,  4 = Wed, 
5 = Thur,  6 = Fri,  7 = Sat.

For example:

1 1415 = Sunday 2.15pm.

Or

5 0915 = Thursday 9.15am.

You will then hear your setting
confirmed.

Making and receiving calls

To make an external call

Press the buttons in the order
shown:

Lift the handset off the base
unit.

To switch Secrecy on and off

During a call press and release
the SCREEN/MENU button.

If you wish to disconnect the
first call, press the TALK
button after speaking to the
first caller.

The handset will then ring.
Press the TALK button again
and continue with the second
caller.

The second caller will only be
charged for their call from the
moment you answer and not
while they are waiting for your
initial contact.

If an incoming call arrives while you are
already engaged on a telephone call,
you will hear a soft beep every 5 seconds
(this beep is not audible to the person
you are speaking to).

Instead of the engaged tone, the second
caller will hear an announcement to
hold as you are aware that there is a
second call.

To use Call Waiting you will need to
subscribe to the Service from your
network provider. A quarterly fee is
payable.

Setting up and personalising
your answering machine

Your Freestyle 65 can digitally record
up to 13 minutes of messages, with
each message lasting a maximum of 3
minutes. As well as recording incoming
messages, you can record memos for
other users.

You can operate your Freestyle 65
from:

• The base unit.

• The handset.

• Remotely from any external
TouchtoneTM telephone.

Your Freestyle 65 comes with two 
pre-recorded outgoing messages,
Answer and Record or Answer Only,
but if you wish you can record your own.

You will need to set the day and 
time (if you have not already done so)
so that you will know when each
message was received, see page 9.

Answer delay

Answer delay sets the number of times
your Freestyle 65 will ring before the
answer machine picks up your call and
starts playing the outgoing message.
The default setting is for the answering
machine to answer after 6 rings. You
can change this setting to between 2-9
rings.
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To switch the answering
machine ON/OFF

Press and release the
ANSWER ON/OFF button to
switch ON or OFF.

If you hear “Answer on, your
outgoing message is....”  
the answering machine is
switched on and is ready to
answer incoming calls and
record any messages, unless
Answer Only is selected which
is an advisory announcement
only, so that the machine will
not record an incoming
message.

The display on the base unit
shows the number of messages
stored in the memory.

If you hear “Answer off”
the answering machine is
switched off.

The display on the base unit
will flash between a dash and
the number of messages saved
in the memory.

To adjust the base unit
loudspeaker volume

The loudspeaker volume
ranges from 0-9 plus H, where
0 is Off and H is the maximum
level. The default level is 5.

Press VOL + on the base to
increase the volume.

Press VOL - on the base to
decrease the volume.

If you adjust the volume when
the answering machine is not
being used, a beep sounds at
each press. When the volume
reaches its highest or lowest
levels two beeps will sound.



Audible Message alert

When new messages have been
received, your Freestyle 65 will beep
every 10 seconds (when audible
message is switched ON). The volume
of the beep is at the volume you have
set for the loudspeaker. The default
setting is OFF.

“Hello, your call cannot be taken at the
moment, so please leave your message
after the tone”.

Answer Only

Your Freestyle 65 will play a 
pre-recorded Answer Only outgoing
message but will not allow your caller
to leave a message.
